SURT WHY?

The SURT came about because over the past several years there have been a number of incidents where mishaps, chemical releases or spills have occurred and they were not properly reported.  This may have been because at the time, the people involved have had all the appropriate emergency services personnel at hand during a hazardous operation or while transporting flight hardware. But the fact is unless 911 is called when these incidents occur it does not trigger the wing’s entire reporting tree.  Important steps in the reporting process are missed, for example, wing safety, EPA, disaster preparedness, and the chain of Command are not called

Once it was recognized that this step was being missed it was decided that a mechanism or tool was needed to trigger people’s memory to call 911 even if the police, fire and medical personnel were on scene.  The idea of the SURT was born.  It does not, must not replace any your checklist or operational plans.  It is merely a starting point to get the ball rolling and trigger all the other actions required.

Once the SURT was under development we recognized it was probably a good place to put some other information that was already being distributed on lightning, tornados, force protection status, etc. So we included these all in one place to make the tool more usable and we hope more valuable for you.

It is available in three formats the 1.) The first is a foldable pocket version that will actually fit in your badge holder. 2.) The second is the vertical version with tabs that will fit in a standard notebook or day planner. 3.) The third prints in landscape mode and was design to be desktop model to lay by you telephone.
